Sins of commission (committing a sinful act) and omission (not doing what is commanded) are equally self-
centered, not God-centered.

We are constantly fighting for control with God. It may be easier to see what we need to stop rather than
where we need to take action. For example, God calls us to engage with sinners, to share the gospel, to try
and re-direct when temptations arise. But, the intent is to remain walking in step with God, not be influenced
by those who are not and end up “standing in the way that sinners take or sitting in the company of mockers”
(v.1)
